The Golden Jubilee Forage Garden having 48 types of fodder plants/crops components      

including annuals, perennials and forage trees has been established on completion of 

50 years  of the project ICAR-AICRP on Forage Crops and Utilization with support of 

ICAR. Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor along with Deans and Directors of the University visited 

the newly established Golden Jubilee Forage Garden at RPCAU, Pusa and appreciated 

the efforts. 

Induced breeding and nursery rearing of Puntius gonionotus and Mastacembelus aculeatus done by COF, Dholi 

Larval rearing of Puntius gonionotus and Mastacembelus 

aculeatus is a major bottleneck in mass scale production of 

these fish species. The induced breeding and nursery 

rearing of both the species were attempted in cemented 

tank and advanced fingerlings stages of desirable size was 

produced. 

Production of Quality Planting Materials of Pointed Gourd 

The Department of Horticulture, a unit of the PGCA, RPCAU, Pusa has attempted the production 

of quality planting materials of pointed gourd to meet the demand of the vegetable growers of 

the region. Around four-thousand-pointed gourd saplings of different varieties have been 

produced from the stem cuttings of the previous season grown crop and sold to Rs. 90,000/-.  

Preparation of value-added products from Papaya and 

Pummelo  

Value-addition to major fruits of the region like Papaya and Pummelo are being 

attempted by the Department of Horticulture, T.C.A., Dholi and preparation 

techniques of high valued products like papaya squash, papaya candy, pumelo 

squash, pumelo canbido, etc. is being standardized. Initial results are quite 

encouraging.
